The numbers along the top and left of each grid represent the sums of the shaded boxes in each row and 
column. The digits along the right and bottom of each grid represent the worth of boxes in that row or 
column for the side adjacent to it. An example has been provided.

Example: The second row (left) is marked 10 because the boxes in columns marked 1,2,3, and 4 (bottom) are shaded.
