
The grids above represent a mirror maze with viewers looking into the 
maze from each side counting a number of figures. Each figure is either 
a vampire or a ghost. Both grids represent the same maze with the same 
figures, but with mirrors rotating 90 degrees from the alternate grid.
A vampire can be seen head-on, but not reflected in a mirror.
A ghost can be seen reflected in a mirror, but not head-on.
