In each pair of puzzles, solve the 
slitherlink at left and the sudoku 
at right at the same time.

By superimposing the slitherlink 
solution on the sudoku grid, the 
sudoku grid is split into several 
numbers of 1 or more digits. The 
sum of the numbers for each row 
or column is given. See the 
example below.
